Eyes:
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Use the thinning shears to blend.

Using the thinning shears, start ~ Cutaround the bottom edge of their paw in a nice rounded
just below the ear and cut down towards the chin. shape, trim hair from the bottom of their feet with a
clipper #10 blade. Trim nails regularly.
Body and Legs: _
Use a long blade or an extension comb for a Private Parts:
smooth consistent length all over. Do a hygiene trim to keep your dog’s private parts

Trim the legs with a clipper blade or extension comb clean and unmatted.
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Brush, comb, and then
trim to a natural look.
Trim under tail.
